Sydney’s Week end of  World Cups began today with the Young  Event Horse Class es. The 4, 5  and 6 yea r olds 
were tested on their pa ces, jumping , trainability and conformation. Victoria a nd Genev eive  Ross from the 
Gwaihir Stud joined visiting New Z eala nd Olympian Vaghn Jefffer is  a s the judges and they were suitably 
impressed with the new generation about to begin their ev ent ing ca reers. 

The winner of  the Horsecraft  6  yea r old class was Delago ridden by Christine Bates .who scored a total of  89. In 
the Gwaihir Stud 5 year old class  Mich elle Robinson and Il Vici were placed f irst with  92 marks. The Top 2 T ail 
Equestrian 4 yea r old class was close, with two horse being c alled back for a second round of  jumping. Ni ki 
Chapman on Cleddau Achtung was awarded a slightly higher score than Fiona Hughes on Like a  L im erick to 
place  third. Laur en Balcomb’s Tarwin Grove S ydney impressed the jud ges with some impressive  jumping to 
place  second just behind the Oaks Sporthorse mar e Oak s Cordelia ridden by Hinnerk Hueppe. O aks Cordelia  
mak es her eventing debut this week end in the Pre liminar y Clas s.

The Equ estrian NSW C IC 1* saw 40 riders ent er  the indoor for their dressag e test. Judith Clarke a nd Diablito 
were on early and set the standard with a  fabulous sco e of  45.6 penalties.  She remained in f irst place until 
Emma  Douga ll , the 33 rider  entered the ring on Belcam Bea r scoring .3  better. They were followed by Rachel 
Lee on Ba il lieu who scored 44.70 to put  them in f irst    ce at the end of  the day’s competition. The Young 
Rider 1* competition begins at 8:30am on Saturda y mornin g.

The Brighton Saddleworld CIC 2* competition also had a huge 40 riders ent er ed. Just 6.2 penalties  separates

 after the dress age phase that has Tim Boland and Unto            he lead with 48.90 penalties. 

The 2* riders are  f irst out on the cross country course at 9am with Shane Ros e on Star Am I currently in 8
th

place. The host ed course walk with Vaughn Jefferis will be o    n the course as these riders n egotiat e what is 
considered a tough 2* track.

The f irst r ider in the  HSBC F EI World Cup Eventin gTM  Qualif ier was Marcia Willia mson on the ex-racehorse 
Kalason. The combination performed a solid test , scoring 56.70 penalt ies to  begin the evening of  dressa ge. An 
impressive f ield of  33 riders followed, boasting s ix Australian Olympians alongsid e the rest of  Austra li a’s best 
and the v isiting internationals from New Zealand. 19 th  r ider out Heath Ryan moved in f irst place  on Mystery 
Whisper with an impressiv e 39.40 ahead of  the 2009 Sydney HSBC World Cup winner, Megan  Jones on Kirby 
Park Irish Jester who was just .60 penalties behind Heath as the l ast rider entered the arena. With his third ride 
APH Moritz in third place  Shane Ros e completed the draw on Cassie Lowe’s Koko Black with a low score
leaving the placings unchanged and Heath in f irst place  going into the cross country phase.

Day  2 of  the Week end of  World Cups sees the Show Jumpers  a rr iv e at the Sydney International Equestrian 
Centr e and Arena 2 beg ins at 9 am with the 1.20 height class including the juniors, young riders and young 
jumping hors es. The lower levels  of  Ev ent ing beg in their dressa ge phase as the Star clas ses hit the cross  
country . The 3* clas s jumps out of  the  start box at 10:45am and the World Cup Show Jumping beg ins in the 
indoor at 3pm.

he highlights for Saturday ar e the Wor ld Cup Eventing Cross Country st arting at 10.00 am, the 1.3m a nd 1.4m 
show jumping in the indoor arena starting at 3pm concluding with a special  B areback Show Jumping 
compet ition in the even ing.

The highlights for Sunday are  the Wor ld Cup Eventing J    ng  starting at 12.00 noon followed by the World 
Cup Jumping  Qualif ier, comprising two exciting rounds.

The Olympic sport  of  Eventing (also known as Horse  Trials)  is the  equestrian triathlon wher e th e three phases 
of  dressage, cross country and show jumping are  completed by the sa me horse/rider combination. Ev ent ing is 
a discipline at which Australia ha s excel led with numerous Olympic Meda ls. It is also one of  the f ew sports 
where men and women  compete on equal terms and the genuine amat eur can compete aga inst a World or  
Olympic Champion. 

The H SBC  F EI World Cup™ Eventing is a link ed series wh  ch aims to unite all  corners of  the international 
Ev enting community. It is organised annually as a seri     f  three-star lev el CIC qua lif iers. It beg an in August  
2002 and the f irst Australia n leg of  the series  wa s he d in Sydney in 2009. The s eries is supported by HSBC. The 
HSBC FEI World Cup™ Eventing Series includes 12 ev ents in 10 countries a cross three continents

The f irst test is Dressage, which comprises a set  sequence of  compulsory movements in an arena 
20m wide and 60m long. At Wor ld Cup level the test is judged by three internationa l judges  who are  look ing 
for balance, rhythm, supplenes s and most importantly, obedience of  the horse  a nd its' harmony with the rider.

 consists of  the challenge of  a course of  more than 35 natural obstacles over approximately 4km 
in length that has to be jumped inside an optimum time  This phase is  f ill ed with thrills and spills.

 is  the f inal phas e of  the competition consisting of  one round of  ju mping with a maximum time 
al lowed, and the objective is to jump al l the fences c                 t ime.
